YACHT DELIVERY CONTRACT

1.0    DEFINITIONS
1.1    CONTRACTOR
Gary Ross Hughes T/A Yacht Deliveries
ABN 39 610 477 457
1.2    OWNER
The vessel’s registered owner and his/her agents.
1.3    VESSEL
The vessel to be delivered by the Contractor for the owner as described in Appendix A
1.4    VOYAGE
The movement of the vessel from port of departure to port of destination for the purpose of carrying out the contract.
1.5    JOINING DATE
The date on which the Contractor’s captain joins the Vessel.
2.0 TERMS & CONDITIONS OF DELIVERY
 2.1   These terms and conditions set out herein represent the agreement entered into between Yacht Deliveries and _______________________ who desires to procure the services of a yacht delivery company for the purpose of delivering a certain specified vessel to certain specified port. The delivery schedule is identified in Appendix ‘A’
2.2   It is agreed within the terms of this contract that by signing or returning this document in a completed form by email, the Owner offers the vessel for delivery on the agreed commencement date, as follows:

1. In commission and ready for sea;
2. Vessel is fitted with an operational AUTOPILOT;
3. All machinery and gear fully serviced, maintained and in full working order;
4. Standing and running rigging fully serviced, maintained and in good working order;
5. Sails in good working order, of sufficient quantity and appropriate for the passage to be undertaken;
6. All offshore safety equipment in service; including but not limited to, Flares, fire extinguishers, man-overboard recovery gear, First aid kit, (Life-raft for international delivery)
7. Vessel fully insured for the agreed contract delivery.



2.3    The Contractor shall not be bound to this contract until:
All items referred to above are ready;
All relevant documents are signed and in the Contractor’s possession;
The initial invoice has been paid. This will include $660.00 retainer and the outward and return travelling expenses of $XXXXX.
 
3.0 The Contractor reserves the right to:
3.1    Deviate from the proposed route if necessary and if in the interest of the safety of the vessel or crew;
3.2    Terminate the contract and reissue an alternative contract if the owner wishes to change or amend the delivery details set out in Appendix A
3.3    At the discretion of the Contractor or Captain and in consultation with the owner, make repairs or terminate the contract if the vessel is in an unseaworthy condition. 
 
4.0    The Contractor agrees to:
4.1    The selection and allocation of a captain and crew for the purpose of the voyage.
4.2    Arrange for the transportation of the captain and crew to and from the vessel unless otherwise agreed with the owner.
4.3    All victuals, navigational charts and publications for the purpose of the voyage unless otherwise agreed with the owner.
4.4    The voyage shall be undertaken in a responsible manner and the vessel delivered in a clean, secure and safe condition.
4.5   Base all decisions on the best interests of the safety and protection of the vessel and crew.
 
5.0 LOSS OR DAMAGE
The contractor is not responsible for normal wear of the vessel, gear or equipment, nor for any failure of the vessel or equipment whilst under prudent operation, nor is the contractor responsible for losses or damage due to piracy, war, government action, industrial action, acts of God including storms, lightning or other natural phenomena.



6.0    DELAYS
In the event of the voyage being delayed or terminated due to breakdown, defects, hostile acts, dispute or any other reason beyond the control of the Delivery captain, the Owner shall pay the Daily Maintenance fee of $330, any Marina fees and any repair/ spare parts cost. 
It shall be the sole responsibility of the Delivery Captain to delay the voyage on account of adverse weather conditions or to put into any harbour on account of anticipated weather conditions. Additional fees will not apply for weather delays however the owner will pay all expenses including marina fees.
If the vessel is not fit and ready to leave on the agreed date, a repair charge of $330 will be made for every day delayed;
If the vessel is still not ready for commencement three (3) days after the agreed date, the Contractor reserves the right to terminate this agreement, and charge the owner all expenses incurred plus the waiting/ repair charge;
 
7.0    PAYMENT TERMS:
7.1    A deposit of $___________ will be sent with a signed version of this contract.
7.2    Delivery Charge of $________ per nautical mile for the agreed _______ NM Total $________
Will be paid before vessel departure.                               
Fuel will be paid by the owner at time of refuelling with a credit card over the phone. If this is not possible the contractor will purchase fuel and will be reimbursed at the completion of the delivery. A 5% surcharge will apply.
Any additional expenses and any delays fees incurred are payable on presentation of account on completion of the delivery.
Other expenses may be incurred in the best interest of vessel and crew, and every endeavour will be made to contact the Owner regarding such expenses. In the event of this not being possible, the Contractor will contact the Owner as soon as possible after the event.
Payment must be made by bank transfer or cash only. All money will be in AUD.
 


8.0    EXCLUSION OF LIABILITY FOR LOSS OF PROFIT ETC.
 8.1    Yacht Deliveries shall not, in any event, and to the extent permitted by the law, have any responsibility for any increased costs or expenses for any loss of profit, business, contracts or anticipated savings or for any indirect or consequential loss incurred as a result of or in connection with any service, whether resulting from tort, breach of agreement or otherwise.

9.0    GENERAL
9.1    The Contractor nor its agents will be responsible for damages, defects or deficiencies reported after completion or termination of the contract. The vessel will be offered for inspection at completion of the delivery and the contract will terminate at that time.
9.2    The vessel shall not be used to carry or transport goods, passengers or items that would contravene any law or customs regulation of any country or state whose waters the vessel may pass through.
9.3    The validity and performance of this contract shall be governed by the law of Australia and Australian State laws.
9.4   This agreement constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and supersedes all prior understandings and agreements.
